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In the "Peace, Festival, and People's Life" exhibition at the Mutsumon Library Exhibition Corner, there is an
exhibition that tells the excitement of Kurume city when the Tokyo 1964 Olympics were held.

As the anniversary of the Tokyo 1964 Olympics, Kurume city held the unique event in Ishibashi culture center
at that time. The torch stand was set up and high school students of Kurume city had torch relay from

Mt. Kora to Ishibashi culture center. The torch had kept on burning during the Tokyo Olympic Games, and
the citizens were excited with it.

Not only Kurume citizens but also many people in Japan have started to enjoy sports since this Olympics.
Nonaka Shogai Gakushu center is the historical building, which was built in 1967 for the citizen's sports
spread as "Olympic anniversary Gymnasium" in August, 1967.

One of the traditional sports event for the Kurume citizens, Kurume Olympics, proves sports spread to the
citizens widely.

Both Olympic anniversary Gymnasium and Kurume Olympics are the legacy of the Tokyo 1964 Olympics.
