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Can you imagine what kind of school life the children in Kanya and Kazakhstan have?
Let me tell you something about schools in both countries.

In Kenya, they go to school for 8 years, which is elementary school in Japan, then they go to
secondary school for 4 years, which is junior-high school and high school, and university for 4 years.
There is no school district and they can enroll in any school nationwide.

They have to pass the test called KCPE at the end of elementary school to enter the secondary
school. Therefore, the students who want to go to the secondary school have to study hard

with less sleep.

In Kazakhstan, compulsory education is from 6 or 7 to 15 or 16, the school has 2 parts system, morning class and
afternoon class. The students take each of them. Most of the students have club activities outside of school or attend
vocational schools when they have no classes at

school. It seems that the nation focuses on art and sports education.

In Kazakhstan, which is extremely cold in winter, when the temperature drops below -30

degrees Celsius, commuting to school is dangerous and classes may be canceled.
