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In Japan, plastic shopping bags have been charged since July 2020.

Taking this, the number of people using eco-bags has increased.

Plastic waste has become one of major problems in the world.

In fact, in Kenya the manufacture, sell, import and use of plastic bags had already been
prohibited since August 2017.

Before being prohibited plastic bags in Kenya, more than 100 million plastic bags were used

each month, and most of them were thrown out to the road. The littered plastic bags dammed the river, which is
caused floods when it is heavy rain. In addition, the puddle became a breeding ground for mosquitoes, which cause
infectious diseases such as malaria. These became a major social problem in Kenya. The situation was serious
because birds, fish and domestic animals were death due to swallowing plastic bags for mistake for food.

After the ban of plastic bags, people bring own paper bags or fabric bags to shopping with them. As result, people
stopped littering, and city turned to be clean.

By the way, if you violate this law, you would be sentenced to maximum 4 years' imprisonment or a maximum fine of
$40,000. It is said to be "the strictest plastic bag ban in the world.”
